Driving Question: 

· What can you do to help solve an important nutrition related problem in your school today?

Challenges: 

· 1. Reducing Food Waste: Improving Community Health 

· Design a game, product, service, or routine that reduces the amount of food waste in your home, school or community.
Create awareness of nutritious food delivery options in your community: Identify an organization in your community that provides fresh, nutritious foods to hungry individuals and to those without nearby markets.  Find out what challenges that organization faces when reaching out to the people in the community they serve. Help them to create a campaign or strategy to connect to those individuals regardless of monetary or physical limitations.

Possible solutions for the challenge include:

	· Design a social media campaign to bring attention to a local partner organization.

	· Increase delivery capacity and/or improve delivery capabilities by helping organizations partner together with local drivers or delivery services.

	· Create a pop-up market opportunity for local farmers or food co-ops.

What’s our problem?

What’s our problem? 

Frequently, food spoils between the time when it is produced and when it is eaten. This problem results in people not receiving the necessary amount of nutrients that they so desperately need. In addition, food spoilage results in higher food prices, since more food must be produced to account for this loss. A key contributor to this problem is the long distance that the food must travel before it reaches its final destination. Furthermore, many individuals do not live near markets that carry fresh foods or produce, or do not have the adequate financial resources or the necessary time available to reach locations with fresh food.
· 3. Design a solution to provide a product or service that will increase production and access to nutritious foods in your community
 (Particularly fruits and vegetables) by increasing access to locally grown, nutritious options – especially for low-income communities.

Possible solutions for the challenge include:

	Create a pamphlet, website, or blog with all the tools and information necessary to grow food in previously underutilized or unused areas.

	Reduce the distance that nutritious foods must travel by creating new solutions for previously underutilized areas: examples include planting community gardens, using backpacks to distribute necessary supplies, starting school greenhouses and gardens, or using spaces in and around houses, empty lots, buildings, etc.

What’s our problem? 

Many people who face hunger do not have consistent access to nutritious foods (particularly fruits and vegetables). This can be because of the lengthy distance and time that food often travels before it reaches the final consumer, or because of the distance that hungry individuals must travel to access it. We know that a constant flow of nutrients is essential to good health for all ages, since without nutrients, our ability to learn and grow will be limited.

· 4. Design a low-cost solution for schools that provides highly nutritious food, and helps students and parents understand the importance of healthy eating.
We suggest that submissions focus on raising awareness about the food supply process: the foods involved, their nutritional information, and their overall production systems. 

Possible solutions for the challenge include:

	Create a food recipe that is nutritious, low-cost, and flavorful, which students who may lack the necessary funds, access to fresh food, cooking skills, or equipment can prepare on their own.

	Design a campaign – video, social media, etc. – to educate parents and students about food and nutrition.

	Develop a program that will help educate families on where and how to best use their food stamps by choosing nutritious foods instead of less healthy items.
