Driving Question: 

· What kind of “new” beverage company focused on the health, wellness and vitality of Baby Boomers could be created?
You’re Challenge:
· Baby Boomers represent 1/3 of the US population and spend $2 Trillion per year on products and services. A growing proportion of that spending is allocated for Baby Boomers' health, wellness and vitality. This is your chance to create a new product and dominate this marketspace. 
· Your innovation should highlight the health and wellness benefits (ingredients) and should stand as a brand for healthy and active “seniors”:

· Product – What does it taste like? How does it look? How is it packaged? What’s it called? What makes it ‘healthy’?

· Price - What is the price structure and strategy for special offers?

· Marketing Plan – How do you reach this audience in a meaningful way? How do you make this brand “cool”? What makes it appealing and relevant to this group of people?

Background: 

· America’s population is aging. Baby boomers (people born between 1946 and 1964) are entering their 60’s and 70’s and begin the next stage in their lives. This is creating a shift in consumer behavior as an increasingly large segment of the population enters old age and begins seeking products to meet needs they have not had before.

· These consumers also see themselves as young and active while they seek to increase their vitality and extend the quality of their lives. Most importantly, they are not their parents and don’t want to be seen as old or using products for the elderly. Increasingly they are looking to fortified and enhanced beverage products to provide them with the vitality and longevity they are seeking.

· Choose a project manager

· Create job descriptions for each member

· Create a calendar of deadlines

Completed Submission:
